We finally got water into the irrigation lines on Tuesday June

3" and had tested all 18 holes by the end of the next day.

(as of Sunday June 8" there are still 2 sprinklers that are fro-

zen and not popping up). We are still not able to water

o through the night and have to depressurize the system at the
|end of each day and re-pressurize each morning. This

means that watering the course can only be done during the

day while staff and golfers are out on the course. A challenge

and an inconvenience for all, but we ask for your patience un-

til we feel confident that the system is safe to run through the

night.

The sod laying of greens 4 & 6 on the morning of Thursday June 5" went better
than predicted as we had the optimum weather and a great turnout to help our
crew with this important task. We are still aiming for our target opening date of
those greens for the July 26" weekend. A huge Thank You from the mainte-
nance crew to every one who was able to come out. We also brought in a bit of
extra sod to fix up the areas that have not been doing so well. Many of the larger
areas including; right side of 18 green, back of 5 green, back of 8 green, parts of
12 green and, front, middle and back of 14 green, will soon be sodded and ready
for play 3 to 4 weeks after, depending on variables such as weather. Staying off
these newly sodded areas will help speed up their playability.

Golf Tip of the Month by Jeff Wiggins

| have been watching players hit shots on the driving range and the golf course for
a few weeks now. | have to say that the number one flaw | keep seeing is the fin-
ish of the golf swing or lack there of. Any golfer that wants to improve their shot
patterns, distance consistency, contact, or feel need to finish the golf swing prop-
erly.

When a player is finished their golf swing the arms should be unhinged over the
shoulder with the hips and chest completely rotated through ( facing the target).
The back foot should be fully rotated up onto the toe with the back knee also fac-
ing the target. A player must be perfectly upright well balanced over their front leg.

What you don’t want is to fall back during the follow through or to have the back
foot spin instead of pivot. Again | encourage you readers to watch golf on TV.
Watch the finish positions of the best players in the world. If you need an example
just pull me aside for a couple minutes and ask me about this. It takes 2 minutes
to show and explain.

Until next month, play a lot. Enjoy the sun and have fun when you are playing.
